ENROLLMENT DEADLINE: 28th OF FEBRUARY 2026 (Subject to exhaustion of places)

DEADLINE FOR BALANCE: 25 days before the tournament start date. CHANGES IN PARTICIPANTS ARE ACCEPTED UP TO 15

DAYS BEFORE THE TOURNAMENT

ACCOMMODATION: Double rooms are available for adults and 3-4 bedded rooms for athletes. It is usually possible to book a single

room for every 20 people with a supplement. Sometimes the hotel management may request the club manager to pay a security

deposit on the day of arrival, in order to cover any damage caused during the stay at the hotel. If no damage is caused, the deposited

sum will be fully refunded on the day of departure.

MEALS: Full board treatment from dinner on the day of arrival to lunch on the day of departure (excluding Easter lunch, free day).

Special requests can be made up to 10 days before departure. In the event that your club, due to an unexpected delay, is unable to

respect the meal times already agreed with the hotel, it is necessary to inform the structure in good time so that it can organize itself

with the staff. Please note that the rooms must be vacated by 10.00 on the day of departure.

DRINKS: Water with meals included, other drinks are NOT included (to be paid directly at the hotel).

INSURANCE: It is advisable to provide insurance for medical expenses, accidents, baggage.

TRANSPORT: The fee does not include transport. Airport-Stations-Port-Hotel transfers and vice versa are not included and will be

quoted on request.

MINIMUM GUARANTEED: For Under 17/16/15/13/12 categories 4 matches guaranteed. For the cat. U11/10 and U9/U8 5-6 matches

guaranteed

FACILITIES: The tournament will take place at the La Borghesiana Sports Center with its 8 grass and synthetic sports fields and in

neighboring sports facilities. LOANS: a maximum number of 3 loans are allowed with regular clearance and only in the categories:

U17, U16, U15, U14.

TOURIST TAXES: Our packages DO NOT include any tourist taxes. Any tourist tax, if any, will be payable directly at the

accommodation facility.

FREE: One free for every 25 paying people

CHILDREN: Children from 0 to 3 years not completed in double bed free (Possible cot supplement to be paid directly at the hotel.

Children from 3 to 6 years not completed in 3rd and 4th bed 30% reduction
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TOURNAMENT REGISTRATION: send the registration form by e-mail (alternatively use the online procedure of our site) with all

attachments, accompanied by the company stamp, a photocopy of the identity document of the person in charge and signatures of

acceptance of privacy clauses, data processing and contractual conditions; - wait for an e-mail confirming pre-registration and then for

the bank details, then pay a confirmatory deposit of euro 1,500.00 per team on the indicated account (the deposit will be deducted

from the final statement), which will become binding after the date deadline for registration for the Tournament; - wait for confirmation

via e-mail and SMS of the official registration; - send the balance of the practice within 20 days from the start of the Tournament,

under penalty of cancellation by the organization and the loss of the deposit, as set out in the General Conditions of Sale.

EXCURSIONS AND VISITS

Aware that you cannot see Rome in one day, we still try to do our best to let you experience the beauty of Rome.

MINI TOUR

From St. Peter's Square, walk along Via della Conciliazione up to the River Tiber and visit the Castel Sant'Angelo. Alternatively,

instead of taking the Via della Conciliazione, we recommend crossing the ancient Borgo Vittorio, the area that runs along Via della

Conciliazione (looking at St. Peter's Square, on the right), which ends at Castel Sant'Ange-lo. If you don't want to get lost, follow the

walls of the old aerial path that connects Città San Pietro to Castel Sant'Angelo with your eyes. From here you cross the Ponte

Sant'Angelo, to head directly into the historic center of Rome, from where you can easily walk to Piazza Navona and the Pantheon.

Before leaving the Piazza Navona area, we recommend a visit to the ancient church of Sant'Apollinare, with its famous trompe l'oeil

(the church is located just outside Piazza Navona, towards the Pantheon). If you wish to continue your visit, from the Pantheon

continue towards Via del Corso and arrive at Via dei Condotti. Via dei Condotti takes you directly to Piazza di Spagna, with its famous

Barcaccia fountain and the steps leading to Villa Borghese and then to the Pincio. If you like antique shops and jewelers, from Piazza

di Spagna take Via del Babuino (recommended); or immerse yourself in the shops of Via del Corso (pedestrian street). In the first

case, follow the street on the left of Piazza di Spagna (Via del Babuino) to Piazza del Popolo. Alternatively, you can take the famous

Via Margutta (looking towards Piazza del Popolo, Via Margutta is the street on the right, parallel to Via del Babuino). Before leaving

Piazza del Popolo, we recommend a visit to the Church of Santa Maria del Popolo.

BASILICA OF SAINT PETER

The arrival in St. Peter's Square reserves the visitor a unique emotion, that of the suggestion created by the size of the square, in

front of St. Peter's Basilica, scenically embraced by the 4 rows of elliptical colonnade designed by Gian Lorenzo Bernini. The sense of

breadth and solemnity will then be enhanced upon entering the basilica. Inside the basilica of St. Peter there are masterpieces known

and admired all over the world.
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PANTHEON

One of the most incredible testimonies of the architectural technique of ancient Rome.

The structure of the Pantheon is characterized by the insertion of a spherical space within a cylindrical section, which determines the

exact equality between the height from the floor and its diameter.

Inside the Pantheon it will be possible to admire the tombs of important artists, such as Raphael and all the tombs of the kings of the

kingdom of Italy.

 

PIAZZA DI SPAGNA

The beautiful Piazza di Spagna is certainly among the most scenic and famous in the world. It is the meeting point of Roman

liveliness and is the point from which numerous streets open radially onto which the boutiques of the most prestigious world brands

overlook. Along via dei Condotti we recommend a visit to the Caffè Greco, a local historian who has counted among its guests

personalities from the world of culture and entertainment. At the top of the staircase stands the unmistakable profile of the Trinità dei

Monti church, continuing on you can reach Piazza del Popo through a scenic walk
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
